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I have always
found it odd to call the
story of our Lord’s trial
and crucifixion the Pas-
sion. It is a very ancient title found in the
Church’s history. I think I understand
why the eatly Church Fathers called it the
Passion, as it is the supreme example of
the love of Christ. For us, on the final
Sunday of Lent, the Passion is paired with
the procession of the Palms.

Now, Palm Sunday, that is easier to
understand. As Jesus rode into Jerusalem
on a donkey, people in the crowd greeted
him with shouts and threw branches of
palms on the road, as to keep the dust
down. The Palms are a great visual re-
minder to us of this triumphant entry into
Jerusalem. Jesus is heralded as the King,
the One who comes in the name of the
Lord.

There are two events placed on this
last week of Lent. The service begins with

We sing, “All Glory,
Laud and Honor,” as we parade around
the Church. It is a great time to participate
in the Lenten journey with our Lord. But
then the service really turns into an early
Good Friday service. We go from shouts
of “Hosanna,” to shouts of “crucify him,
crucify him!” I have always been struck by
the contradictions of the Palm/Passion
Sunday.

What can we say about the Passion of
Christ?

I think about all the ways Jesus
could have avoided the cross. He
could have not traveled to Jerusalem.
He could have been nicer to the Jew-
ish authorities. He could have told
Pilate he was not a rebel and said
something in his defense. But, Jesus
was tried and convicted and he was
crucified. On the night before he was
arrested, he wrestles with the whole idea
of his sacrifice. If this cup could pass
me by, he thinks. He is concerned and
he asks his disciples to stay up with
him and pray. The cup could not
pass, and Jesus would be betrayed and
crucified. This is his Passion. Jesus
shows his great love for us and for all
humanity in that he would suffer

death upon the hard wood of the
cross in order that he might draw all
of mankind to himself. He is the re-
demption of the world. He is our sal-
vation and that salvation is dependent
on his Passion.

Now I see a connection. A con-
nection between the joyful procession
of the palms and the painful death,
they are all part of our Lord’s compas-
sion. Even in the most shameful event
of the crucifixion, God’s gracious will
is being done. God’s purposes are
being worked out. This is what the
gospel writers called Christ’s glory.
The glory of God revealed in the
transfiguration of Christ on the holy
mountain, and the glory of God re-
vealed when Jesus is nailed to the
Cross.
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This is part of our own Chris-
tian identity. We can find the glory
of God in all of life’s situations.
When we expetience great joy, we
glory in the Lord. When we expeti-
ence great pain or sorrow, that same
glory of God is ever present. There
are always two days held together in
tension — death/resurrection. You
can’t have one without the other. The
hard part is trying to find the glory of
God in both. It is not easy. Itis as
hard as finding the connection be-
tween the Passion and the Palms.
